All subjects performed well above state and national averages

LHS administered the most AP tests since 2016

The following subjects had over 90% of test takers score a 3 or higher: Biology
(91%), Calculus AB (94%), Calculus BC (100%), English Lit (100%), World
History (96%)

Overall, 86% of LHS test takers scored 3 or better
